Monday  ::  ACKNOWLEDGE ::

But we also have this de-
sire to do right for God that falls so far short.  Take today to 
acknowledge the areas in your life that you fail to reflect 
the great mercy of God shown to you.  Acknowledge 
where you are not currently showing mercy towards others.

Tuesday :: PRAY :: 

Pray today for the continued experiential knowledge of the 
good news of Jesus’ death and resurrection.  Specifically 
pray for God to reveal to your heart the infinite mercy that 
he has shown you through the cross.  Confess and repent 
of any areas of your life that you have not shown mercy.  
Ask God to continue to be merciful to you.

Wednesday ::  TRUST :: 

Today meditate on God’s words to you.
